2.1 Know Your Chapter  

Upon assumption of office, I developed and introduced a tool captioned “Know Your

Members and all Chapter chairmen. This revealed several challenges: 

a. Chapters without Bye-law 

Five (5) Chapters were found to be operating without Bye-laws. Through persistent 

effort, Bye-laws were developed for their smooth operation and administration.  

b. Prolonged Chapter Tenures  

Four (4) Chapters had Senate executives overstaying their constitutionally allowed 

period. NEC, with my coordination, intervened and ensured elections were conducted 

and leadership transitions effected. 

c. Quarterly Reports Compliance 

Before our tenure, only about 40% of Chapters submitted quarterly reports. Through 

NEC’s effort and my follow-up, compliance grew to 95%, enabling NEC to monitor 

activities, evaluate programmes, and measure grassroots impact. 

2.2 Strengthening Chapter Relationship 

On my recommendation, NEC convened regular meetings with Chapter Chairmen to 

address concerns, provide support, and strengthen Chapter–Institute relations. 

2.3 Promoting Zonal Collaboration 

The NIQS constitution has saddled the Zonal Representatives (ZRs) of each Zone with 

the responsibility of updating records of chapter members within the Zone (Section 

8.2.2). 

I supervised and encouraged Zonal Representatives (ZRs) to work closely with Chapters 

in their zones, leading to notable outcomes, including two (2) successful zonal 

workshops (South-South and North-West). 

3.0 PROPOSED PLAN 

AS your Secretary-General, I will work closely with the President and Council to 

implement a plan focused on enhancing member services, promoting our profession, 

and ensuring a sustainable future. My key priorities are to: 

 



1. Enhance Secretariat Efficiency: Streamlining operations for prompt, 

transparent service delivery through digital transformation. This includes 

leveraging technology to streamline processes, improve communication and 

ensure that member data is accurate, secure and accessible for prompt service 

delivery. 

2. Foster Mentorship and Succession: Create a platform for collaboration and 

mentorship between our experienced members and our younger colleagues. This 

Strategic Succession Plan (SSP) will bridge the gap between the generations, 

ensuring transfer of knowledge, technological expertise and sustainability of 

leadership. 

3. Advocacy for QS Interests: Representing our profession in government, 

construction fora, and policy forums. We will push for fair remuneration, prompt 

payment policies, and ethical practice standards across the industry. 

4. Collaboration and Visibility: Creating platforms to showcase members’ diverse 

expertise locally and globally. This will foster greater collaboration among QS 

professionals across consultancy, academia, contracting, public service, 

including members in diaspora, YQSF and WAQSN.
